As a result of this change in procedure, it is inportant that Intake staff use
t he NYS6 agency field whenever issue code 997 (Varshavsky Litigation) or issue

code 999 (Hone Hearing Requested) is used. 1In the event that there are nore
than three agencies to be entered in the agency field, NYS6 should be entered
as one of the top three agencies so that it will be reflected on the DSS-1891
with any renaining agencies entered as "O her." Please refer to your issue
