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The notices have been designed to distinguish Public Assistance cases from
MA-Only cases in NYC as follows: On the |ast page of the notice, the heading
i ndi cates Co- Paynent Fair Hearing Notice--NYC or Co-Paynent Fair Hearing
Notice (with no NYC). Those NYC cases that are PA-related will have the NYC
and those cases that are MA-Only will not. (Upstate cases will obviously not
have t he NYC designation). To ensure proper coding and scheduling of fair
heari ngs, tel ephone intake staff should question the appellant as to whether
the appellant is a recipient of Public Assistance or is receiving MA Only and
can further question the appellant as to whether the headi ng has the NYC
designation or not. (Intake staff should further define whether appellant is
in receipt of Ald to Dependent Children (ADC) or Hone Relief (HR).

For those cases which cannot be identified as PA or MA-only related, such as
letter requests, coding should reflect both NI M NVAP as the agency.

Desi gnated staff in the Scheduling Unit, for requests coded in the Al bany
office, or in the NYC Intake Unit, for requests coded at 80 Centre/ 330 West
34t h/ 109 East 16th Streets, will be responsible for searching WV to determ ne

t he proper agency. Any requests with NI M NVMAP codi ng shoul d be revi ewed but
remai n unapproved until such tine as the correct agency is identified and the
category is adjusted accordingly.

Pl ease be aware that a client cannot be denied services or goods due to an
inability to pay the co-paynent. Wile this is not a hearable issue, a toll-
free nunber (1-800-541-2831) has been established by the Departnent for
clients to call to report providers who refuse to give themcare because of an

inability to pay the requested co-paynent.
