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In the interest in keeping all parties infornmed of procedural changes, the
distribution for Procedures Transmittals is nore inclusive than exclusive. You
may, therefore, receive a transnittal that is not relevant to your particular
assi gnment and you are, of course, free to retain or discard as appropriate.

In a nmenorandum dated November 22, 1993, OAH staff was advi sed of the
exi stence of the New York City Departnent of Honeless Services, which was
established to admnister shelter-related services. Thi s nenorandum i nf or ned
staff of the creation of agency field NHOM which was to be used when the
Departnment of Honeless Services required notification of a hearing request and
subsequent decision transmttal.

Effective inmmedi ately, NHOM has been replaced with the acronym NDHS. Thi s
change has gone into the systemand the forner agency field NHOMis now invalid.
The use of NDHS in the agency field of the DSS 1891 will generate notice and a
deci sion to:
