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The CAP (Child Assistance Progranm), identified as subcategory SPCb, must be
notified of fair hearings requested by recipients of ADC who are denied
participation in the programor those who are discontinued from CAP. The CAP
programis available for clients who are a single parent, are eligible for ADC,
have a support order in place for the children, and are financially eligible for
CAP. It is a programdesigned to allow recipients greater benefits than those
recei ved on the ADC program Codi ng should be as foll ows:
